With this backdrop, I think the forthcoming Congress takes on greater importance than ever as a
venue for researchers and clinicians to discuss their latest findings on infectious diseases
originating from the Western Pacific Region and on cancers.

For these reasons, we adopted "New Advances in Chemotherapy and Infectious Diseases" as the
theme of the tenth WPCCID. I hope that a lot of new knowledge and information will be presented
and shared during the Congress, and contribute to future development of research and clinical
practices.

Lastly, I hope that participants in the tenth WPCCID will enjoy various aspects of Fukuoka, known
as the most energetic city in Japan, including its renowned hot spas and natural environment.
I look forward to seeing many of you in Fukuoka.

Background:
Describe a rational leading to conducting the present study.
Objective:
State the main objective of the study or hypothesis tested.
‘ Methods:
Briefly describe the design of the study and how it was conducted.
| Result(s):
| Present the main result(s). The statement of "The study results will be
presented" is not acceptable.
‘ Conclusion:
State only the conclusion(s) that is(are) directly supported by the
‘ results.
3. Itis the author's responsibility to submit a correct abstract. Any errors in spelling, grammar, or scientific
fact will be reproduced as typed by the author.
4. Receipt of the abstract will be acknowledged by e-mail. If the submitter does not receive an
acknowledgement e-mail, it must be re-submitted.
5. Results will be notified by e-mail or fax by September 15, 2006. Accepted authors will also receive
instructions for the poster presentation by September 30, 2005.
6. One of the authors of an accepted abstract must register him/herself by paying the registration fee
in order to make a poster presentation at the congress.
